What you will require

Sewing machine that will do 4mm wide single step zigzag stitch.

Black polyester thread.

All the usual bits especially a stitch ripper.

30W soldering iron with pencil tip and Linda advises a long lead that can be thrown over your shoulder. (David will have some of these for sale at the event but they will not have an extended lead)

If you have a light-box/table this could be useful but is not essential. We will be providing full size prints of the pattern on heavy paper that will be sufficient to protect the tables provided the iron is not rested there. A proper soldering iron stand would be good.

If you are concerned about the hot tacking you can use narrow double-sided tape as a back-up.

(If you want to go this route you will have to supply your own 3mm wide double sided tape. Try Craftworld)

Linda uses a 20mm awning tape with a centre line to hem the trailing edge of the banners to stop fraying in the wind. She uses a 20mm Suisei A4S-20 single folder (see picture below) available from sewingmachineparts.com, but says it is easy to fold the tape by hand as you sew it on. This is what will be supplied unless we hear otherwise.
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If you use the double folding 26mm Suisei as used at the Ralf Maserski workshop you are welcome to use this but will require your own tape. I have tried this on a sample and it gives a very neat finish but we do not know how it will stand up to wear and tear. If you want to use this system I do have spare tape that I can let you have for a small consideration.

To keep the banner rolled up as you are sewing Linda suggests some “Bulldog clips” or similar.

You will need a 4m pole with the top section removed. The tip should be protected with a suitable tip protector or end cap. (These poles are available from Kites-Up @ £7.99) 3m poles will work but are rather flexible.  If you want us to order one of these in advance for you, please let us know as soon as possible.

The workshop
The way Linda envisages the weekend is that she will start with a PowerPoint presentation and you will then be issued with your kit. We will have to cut your print off the roll on which they are being stored to keep them flat.

The next stage is to line up the parts over the drawing and hot tack them together starting from one end and rolling up the completed section as you work your way along. The aim is for every one to complete this stage by Saturday evening.

Sunday will be a sewing day going over all tacked seams with a single zig-zag stitch with black polyester thread.

To complete your banner you have to fit a rear tube and bind the front edge.

All sounds so easy when you write it out like that.

Lunch on Saturday will probably be jacket potatoes with beanz, cheese, cole slaw, etc so you can choose you options to be veggy or otherwise. Sunday the likely-hood is a chilli but with veggy option. These meals are included in the price of the workshop so you do not need to bring sandwiches unless these options do not suit you. We do not provide cold drinks with the food unless there is some left from the previous week’s Fun Fly. During both days tea, coffee, milk and sugar will be available with an urn boiling continuously and usually a couple of coffee filters. This is free but please bring your own mug. A very limited number of workshop mugs will be available at £7.

On Saturday evening, for those of you who have booked it, we are going to a Chinese restaurant where there will be a buffet served at table. The cost of this is usually about £20 per head plus any drinks you have and this is not included in the price of the workshop. Final details of the location will be given during Saturday. 

To help us cover some of the costs a bag raffle will be held over the weekend and will be drawn after lunch on Sunday. Any contributions will be gratefully received. So don’t forget your name stamp because it is a lot of work putting your name on all those tickets you are going to buy.

After the close on Sunday we will be very glad of any help clearing the hall and we have to return all tables to the classrooms and set up 200 chairs for assembly the following morning.
